GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT PROTECTED AREAS

The total area of the protected territories in Georgia is 520,272.85 hectares comprising 7% of the
total territory of the country. 75% of the protected areas are covered with forests. According to IUCN
categories, at present there are 16 Strict Nature Reserves, 10 National Parks, 18 Managed Nature
Reserves, 24 Natural Monuments and 2 Protected Landscapes in Georgia. The first protected area, the
Lagodekhi Strict Nature Reserve, was established in 1912.

Protected areas are of particular significance in tourism development. Kobuleti (Ispani peatlands)
and Kintrishi Protected Areas, Mtirala National Park and Machakhela Transboundary Protected Area
play an important part in supporting and enhancing Georgia's unique biodiversity and maintenance of
ecological balance. Each place is characterized by ecotourist potential with available aquatic,
ethnological and birdwatching tours.

Ispani Wonders — Sphagnum Dome

The mostin violable live sphagnum peatland of the world lies less than 300 m from the coast in Ajara. This mossy plant appears to be a seeming lake over the
soil surface covered with 25-45 cm sphagnum like a blanket that is never covered with water. Together with Sphagnum (a unique and sensitive moss against
environmental pollution), water creates a completely smooth dome without any hillocks. The dome is raised in 4-5 m over the surroundings.

The Ispani peatland is an unexhausted source of oxygen and plays great part in the cycle of carbon production. At the same time, it plays a significant role in
regulation of regional and local climate. The Ispani peatland protects Kobuleti from floods. Sphagnum moss saturates water like cloud as it can contain much more
water than its own form. In 1964, while excavating drainage canal, an ancient settlement of the fourth and third centuries BCE was discovered. Humans are
supposed to have settled here between five and six thousand years ago.

The following tourist route is available in the Kobuleti protected areas. The route begins from the passage at #642 Aghmashenebeli Street. Visitors can enjoy
boating over the white moss carpet with the help of special skis, observing birdwatching from the tower, taking interesting photos and seeing such unique plants as
white water-lilies, yellow water-lilies, sundews or insectivorous drosera, and marsh tortoises. Footbridges on the way provide comfortable viewing along the
tourist paths.

KINTRISHI PROTECTED AREAS

The beautiful Kintrishi Valley lies 55 km from Batumi. The valley is located between
Tskhemlovani and Khino mountains at 2,500 m above sea level and comprises 13,893
hectares. Most of the territory is occupied by mountains and gorges. The main area is covered
with forest. Here flow the rivers Kintrishi and Kheknara. Caucasian triton — the aquatic species
included into the Georgian “Red List” — can only be found in the oval lake of “Tbikeli” in the
Kintrishi Gorge. The Reserve is rich in such species of the Colchis flora as: Eastern beech,
chestnut, Eastern spruce, Medvedev birch, black alder, elm, ash, Caucasian persimmon,
mountain maple, relict rhododendron ungernii, etc.

The Colchis box-tree - Bucsus colchica - represents a valuable flora species of Kolkheti. lts
heightis 15-16 m, diameter 16-32 cm, and its age can be up to 250 years. Taxus baccata - yew-
tree —the ancient species of the tertiary period is also included into the “Red List” of Georgia. In
terms of fauna, the following animals can be found in the Kintrishi Protected Area: chamois, roe,
bear, jackal, wolf, lynx, marten, badger, squirrel and many others.

"The monument from the Rustaveli epoch' is the name of the arched bridge over the river
Kintrishi connecting the ancient Khino-Kobuleti road. This construction belongs to the most
famous flowering of Georgian culture during the eleventh and twelfth centuries CE. Here you can
find a visitors' shelter, picnic spots, camping areas and restroom facilities. There is a St. George's
Church on the route with the ancient wine cellar (with pitchers). There are box-tree groves and a
waterfall along the path. Taking two-day route, in addition to Thikeli Lake tourists can see a
perennial yew and the remains of the medieval St Nino's Church. There is a hotel in the center of
the route.

MTIRALA NATIONAL PARK

Mtirala National Park is located in the most western part of the Ajara-Imereti range, on the
Kobuleti-Chakvi ridge, covering 15,306 hectares. The park was created in 2006 through the
initiative of the Ministry of Environment Protection and Natural Resources of Georgia and the
Agency of Protected Areas with the support of WWF and the Norwegian government. At 1381 m
above sea level, it is the rainiest territory in Georgia, hence the name “mtirala” meaning “weeping.”
The park remains a protected site for Colchis flora and fauna including rare and endangered
endemic and relict species. Here you can find the registered plants of 284 species, 202 genera and
68 families. 16 species are endemic ones. The fauna of the Mtirala National Park is represented by
95 species. 23 animal species are included into the Red List of Georgia. The rare relict endemics
are: Pontic oak (Quercus pontica), Medvedev birch (Betula medwedewii), Rhododendron
(Rhododendron ungernii), epigea (Epigaea gaultheriodes), Colchis box-tree (Buxus colchica),
Colchis bladdernut (Staphylea colchica), yew (Taxus baccata), common chestnut (Castanea
sativa), Colchis nut (Corylus colchica), and walnut tree (Juglans regia).

The following are included in to the Red List of Georgia: lynx, brown bear, Caucasian squirrel,
Caucasian salamander, Caucasian adder and the butterflies — Apollo and Caucasian festoon.
Among the relatively bigger fowl there are small eagles, kites, hawks, etc. The existence of the park
promotes maintenance of the natural ecosystem balance across the Kobuleti-Chakvi Range which,
in itself, is the precondition to avoid erosion-landslide occasions and flooding. The ecologically
clean environment of the National Park creates ideal conditions for stability and purity of drinking
water.
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At the moment there are two tourist routes functioning at Mtirala National Park. The first one is educational-entertaining route and comprises two
ECOTOURIST ROUTES important sites — the waterfall and the lake. For four hours you can travel throughout the Colchis-type deciduous mixed forest, then walk along the river

Chakvistskali gorge on the path leading to the 15 m-high waterfall of amazing beauty. About 200 m away from the waterfall there is an overnight camping
area. Visitors can also stay at guest houses and in this way get acquainted with Georgian traditions and taste local dishes as well as attend the honey
production process.

Visitors wishing to have a two-day 15 km-long riding-hiking tour should consider the route “Tsivtskaro.” Apart from visiting unique flora and fauna, numerous
natural springs are found along a trail provided with picnic spots and restroom facilities for visitors. There is a tourist home for eight people at the end of the trail.
Picnic spots overlook picturesque views of primeval forests ecosystems. The second day of the route is dedicated to travel in primeval old beech groves. There is
noteven a trace of human impact in this unique park.

Machakhela Transboundary Protected Area (total area: 8733 hectares) is located within the administrative borders of the Khelvachauri and Keda
municipalities in the Machakhela gorge. It has been created for the purposes of maintaining of the unique biological and landscape diversity, protecting the Colchis
forest ecosystems, ensuring the ecological safety and developing tourist and recreational activities in natural environment. The territory represents the part of the
ecological corridor connecting Western Georgian protected areas (Mtirala National Park and Kintrishi Protected Areas) and North Turkish protected areas (Jamil
Biosphere Reserve) with each other.

Caucasian bees, brown bears, Caspian snowcocks, Caucasian salamanders, yew, Chorokhi oak, rhododendron ungerii, Lazian iris can all be seen in the
territory of Machakhela National Park.

Green Lake (“Mtsvane Tba”) Apart from protected areas, other natural treasures are also abundantly found in Ajara. The Batumi Botanical Garden is particularly remarkable among them.
The Botanical Garden is located near the “Mtsvane Kontskhi” (Green Cape). The garden was the brainchild of the prominent Russian botanist and physical
geographer Andrei Krasnov, who established it to showcase local flora in hopes of improving the economics of the region. Batumi Botanical Garden unique
characteristicis that plant species from completely different climatic and landscape zones grow together in harmony, for example, the Canary Palm and Japanese
Sakura (cherry tree).

Green Lake (“Mtsvane Tha”)

Tourists are particularly attracted by the beautiful lake located in the northern part of the Arsiani Range (Khulo Municipality). The local population calls it
“Mtsvane Tba,” or Green Lake. It is situated between huge mountains and is surrounded with spruce and beech trees. The lake is nourished by ground waters.
Clear and transparent water is slightly mineralized and tourists can taste it on the spot.
